Rosa has been a finalist in numerous awards, including the Portia Geach Memorial Art Prize, 
Almenara Art Prize (Spain), Copes Portrait Prize and Kennedy Prize; her work has been 
exhibited in NSW Parliament House, Parliament House Canberra as well as galleries and 
exhibitions in Australia and worldwide, and hangs in the Delta Airways Business Lounge LAX. 
 
Her artwork GORDANA was also selected as part of the digital catalogue for The Lunar 
Codex, using digital and analog technology to preserve art, books and music in time 
capsules to The Moon, launched early 2024 on board Peregrine and Nova.
